General information

Objectives and Description:

The potential of intercomprehension as a multilingual approach to foreign language teaching is
now widely recognized. In an intercomprehension class, students are prompted to observe, con-
trast and use a wide range of different languages in order not only to achieve receptive skills in
those languages, but also to develop language awareness and a spirit open to diversity. The only
condition is that these languages are either languages related to the learner’s mother tongue or
that they are related to a language that the students already know. This being said, intercompre-
hension has a role to play in the intercultural communication taking place in multilingual contexts
of professional and study mobility.

Methods and outcomes:

During the intensive week, students will consolidate knowledge and skills developed during the onling
part of the BIP; furthermore, they will develop those techniques and strategies that are needed for ¢
more conscious and professional use of intercomprehension. The focus of the programme will be or
“intercomprehension for specific purposes”, and students will be oriented towards cooperative task
based activities based on disciplinary content. The scope will be to show them the advantages but alsq
the challenges offered by intercomprehension in their future careers, by proposing a project-baseq
final evaluation where multilingual groups will be asked to present a communication campaign or
UNITA topics in intercomprehension.
